Lila is a selfless and tireless volunteer supporting the under-served homeless population in the South Bay.  
 

She collects food, clothing, toiletry items and monetary donations to support our local homeless friends.  Each 
day she organizes her donations to pass out, such as making toiletry bags, goes to homeless encampments to 
pass out warm food she makes or get donated, takes homeless friends to start the process and paperwork for 
government support and nudge out of homelessness, etc.  In addition, she is single mother and works full time!   
 

She recently saw a young mother and her two toddlers pan handling for money for diapers and food.  Lila, 
make sure that within hours, they were in a motel with food and warm clothing and fought to get them

She realized that homeless and low 
income families get clothing from the shelters and churches but have no money to wash them. They wear the 
clothes till dirty and throw them away.  Two Thursdays a month, Lila and friends meet at the Laundromat and 
bring a hot meal, plenty of quarter and detergent, and wash clothes for the low income and homeless friends.  
Their families are invited so with all the volunteers, this becomes a party in a parking lot with the friends getting 
clean clothes and the volunteers helping others.  Of course someone volunteers their time to play music and 
the kids get to do activities.  The friends all feel a sense of pride and worthiness because they get to wear clean 
clothes.
